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GENERAL

Patriot™ is a multipurpose machine that can be used as a job/cost recorder, a
dater, a combination dater and numbering machine, a tima stamg, or 8 combination
time stamp and numbering machine.

Patriot™ can be either wall or tabletop-mounted. Accessible DIP switches allow it
to be programmed for lefi-hand print, right-hand print, a varicty of print formats, a
variety of languages, and for any of three print configurations. In addition, the
Patriot™ can be made o print anywhere from flush with the decument's edge to 1-
1/3 inches (3.27 cm) from the document's edge.

PRE-INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

Check the package to ensure that, in addition to this manual, the package contains
twa keys, & Patriot™, four mounting screws, and a wall-mounting template (Figure
1}

CAUTION: Do not install the Patriot™ in places subject to high humidity and dust,
in places subject to strong vibrations, in areas exposed (o direct
sunlight, or in places subject lo temperatures below 23°F (-5°C) or
above 113'F (45°C).
